  With  reference to the above cited letter, we would like to again clarify our position on the issues raised as below.

1. Officiating  arrangement in the cadre of CAO/AO :  The reply given in the letter under reference is not a  new one. Officiating arrangement in these cadres have been done in our Circle without any confusion and complication in the past before your assumption as GM (Finance).  We are of the firm view that the methodology which was followed without violating the Rules in the past while making officiating arrangement is not at all adopted just to create dislocation and inconvenience to the staff. After the meeting we had with you on 9.12.2011, the options were called for and the officiating arrangement would have to be done according to the options available on hand. Some seniors in the zone of consideration may not exercise option which we cannot compel them because it is only option but not compulsion. The officiating arrangement was also done according to the stand persuaded by us to some extent. But even after this arrangement was made some of the vacancies remain unfilled till date as your Administration is adhering to a wrong stand that even though the eligible officials are available in the stations where vacancies are available to which there was no option, they will not be considered since they are below the zone of consideration though they are in the eligibility list. We cannot accept this irrational and unique stand adopted by the Administration which is quiet against the practice being followed in our circle in the past. We don’t find any difference between” the vacancies at a particular date and the vacancies at the SSA level”. There cannot be a bar to Seniors to exercise options to the same SSA to which they belong while vacancies are available. These interpretations show  clearly the intention behind it.
2. Officiating arrangement in respect of  Post not operated : This issue was initially discussed with the DGM(F) and he accepted to divert the posts from the Circle Office and also proposed to divert these posts to Madurai and Coimbatore SSAs since they are major SSAs. Our stand is only  to fill up these two  vacancies through officiating arrangement. No Sanctioned Post could be reduced by revised justification as stated in your letter while there is increasing need to create further posts for new areas like IMPCS, Marketing, Sales and Enterprises Business. While KPMG gave a recommendation to reduce the posts even without the knowledge of GM (F), we persuaded the case through our CHQ at New Delhi and caused to restore the posts. In addition, we would like to ask if you are convinced that the posts may be filled up through officiating, why is it to be postponed to the next spell.  
So reduction Post at any cost as per alleged revised justification does not arise and we demand that these posts may also be filled up through officiating.
3. Request Transfers: The request transfers were given effect not on the basis of an effective mechanism expected to be set up but on our sustained persuasion with the Administration. Every transfer order issued has its own long history. Even after the GM (F) was convinced and positive note was given, there was abnormal delay in follow-up action. Repeated reminders and long discussions with the GM (F) only bore fruit. We may prove it case by case. Hence we observe that this is unhelpful attitude. 
4. Seniority in the cadre of JAOs: It is our strong contention that for no fault of the officials denial of any facility that can be extended on logical considerations is not fair.  We have not claimed officiating to all the 18 JAOs but demand that the officials who could be considered on existing local condition only may be given this chance. Moreover the officials to whom we plead for officiating were previously ordered to officiate for 2 spells fully in our Circle. The rejection to consider the officiating on the plea that they could not be considered for want of seniority number is highly autocratic. We plead the extension of the facility which was availed by them in the past.
5. Officiating  promotion for Shri M.L.Raja: Merely replying that the letter was written to GM, Cuddalore is not sufficient. We have to take personal interest to get the injustice done to an official redressed in time. However we are thankful for the immediate action taken by Our CGM yesterday for the settlement of the issue.

         With these we conclude with folded hands that two parallels never meet and since we are not in the position of Authority we have to prefer only the Agitational Programme to achieve our justified demands.
