                        Sub: Transfer in the cadre of SDEs in Thanjavur SSA – reg.


We wish to bring the following points to the knowledge of the CGM with respect to the above issue.

01. Four SDEs who are in the long stay list are transferred after having discussions with the Executives’ Associations by the GM/Thanjavur.

02.  The JTOs who opted on the assurance of the GM/Thanjavur to outstations on SDE Officiating that they will be transferred back to Head Quarters after rendering two years of service, have to be relieved now. This is a continuous process agreed to be implemented in TNJ SSA to avoid the remote stations from being neglected without SDEs either regular or officiating nature. Now when the administration is to effect the transfer to the officials from Head Quarters to relieve those officials who helped and obeyed the administration in the interest of service, one association as usual played a foul play and misguided the Circle Administration by giving wrong information to hide the arrangement reached between the SSA administration and all Executive Associations. 
03.  The SDEs are not transferred in the places of JTOs. The JTOs were already transferred to outstations and given officiating as SDEs. As they are transferred back to their parent stations on reversion, the SDE posts are now vacant. Since these rural areas cannot be managed without SDEs, minimum transfers are ordered by the GM/Thanjavur, after having discussions with all Executives’ Associations.
04. Without knowing the ground realities, the transfer orders are kept in abeyance by the Circle Office.

05. It is unfortunate that even the request transfers in the cadre of JTOs are also kept in abeyance which is not correct.

06. If there is no possibility of coming back to the parent stations even after completing two/three years in the place of officiating, then nobody will come forward to go to rural areas on officiating promotion.

07. The SDEs now transferred have completed more than 15/20 years of stay at Thanjavur and now only transferred within SSA for the first time.

08. The non-executive staff are also transferred to the needy places within SSA on the same understanding reached between the Unions and the administration. Now they raised objections to implement the transfers to be effected this year claiming that while the Executives are not ready to go to needy places as agreed, they will also not go to other needy stations on transfer. This will further worsen the situation.
We request that the GM may get the details from the GM,TNJ SSA and the CGM may be given necessary feedback so that the stalemate condition may be cleared and issue be settled amicably.
